BALLET

Black Leotard suitable for the genre, skin tone ballet tights or black opaque tights, skin tone canvas split sole
ballet shoes with crossed elastic.

Black tights and black leotard or black unitard, white socks and white canvas shoes or black socks and black
canvas shoes - 1 black leather belt 1” (if choosing tights)

Skirts/shorts/cardigans optional but please check regarding suitability.

JAZZ AND TAP

FOOTWEAR

Black heeled leather stage shoe for female identifying students. LaDuca stage shoes and boots are recommended
but not compulsory to purchase. There are other suppliers that offer an alternative stage shoe, the Freed shoe
and So Danca t-strapped elasticated gussets 3 inches heel character shoes are recommended.

Foot thong — Capezio Foot undies are recommended (optional)

Movement/Dance Socks — Silky Turning Compression Dance Socks and Blochsox recommended (optional)

Black leather stage shoe for male identifying students. LaDuca stage shoes and boots are recommended but not
compulsory to purchase.
